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DIRECTIONS FOR THINK DOTS ACTIVITY

1)  Look at the green Think Dot sheet.  Each square has dots at the bottom.  Each of the dots represents a number on the dice.  

2) Start with the group member with the longest fingernails.  This person will roll the dice, whatever number the dice lands on is the question that the person will share with the group. Proceed with the next group member, going around the group to the sharer’s left. 

3) Group members take turns rolling the dice and sharing.

4) Keep going around the circle, rolling the dice and sharing.  If a group member rolls a number that they have already shared, then roll the dice again.
