EU & CAT Write-up for RPDP Website
Linking an Essential Question with a Classroom Assessment Technique

First-year SLFs: For second semester of the SLF program, we require each SLF to do a brief but thoughtful write-up that may appear on our website for future SLFs and other Nevada teachers to use.  You will be creating an essential question or an “I Can” for a lesson, choosing a CAT technique to assess the objective, teaching the lesson, saving two or three student samples, and completing this template once the lesson is completed.
This template is where you’ll type your basic information.  You will then need to save the template as a file onto your computer’s desktop and send it to Carol, Corbett, or Kindra electronically as an e-mail attachment.  Student samples will need to

About Student Samples:  We will also post three anonymous student samples from your lesson on the website.  The samples must come directly from the use of the CAT during your lesson.   The samples must be able to be translated electronically so they can be posted with your write-up.  If the students wrote or drew their assessment, we have a scanner.  If the students spoke their assessment, you’ll need to tape and transcribe for us.  If you made something large, we’ll need to arrange to photograph it, unless you have a digital camera to do that yourself.  Please let Carol, Corbett, or Kindra know what form your student samples will be taking, so we can help you get the materials to us.
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
