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Process for Learning:

Each semester the SLFs 

· Attend semester orientation
· Attend one full day of training (sub provided)
· Spend 15 hours “PLCing” with other teachers involved in the program

· Arrange for other teachers on their staff to observe them applying the SLF ideas in their classroom  (with the help of their Administrator)

· Facilitate pre- and post- observation discussions with members of their staff (with the help of their Administrator)

Benefits:
· 3 inservice credits each year (one issued in January & two issued in May).
· Lots of resources & great strategies!

Other Interesting Stuff:
· We are funded by a state grant.

· This is the eighth year of the program.

· As of spring 2010, there have been 127 “graduates” so far.  
· There are approximately 30 teachers who participate in the K-12 program each year.

· 38 schools in Washoe County have participated including the entire staff of Drake ES.
