How, in the sense of solving a problem not previously practiced.

Most understanding questions take the form of tasks (compare  and contrast, summarize, evaluate etc.)

Focus on making connections:

· What are the effects?

· How are the parts connected?

Make inferences and interpret:

· Yes, but why?

· How would you explain _______?

· Can you prove it?

· What can you conclude?

· What evidence do you have to support your position?

Focus on underlying meanings:

· What are the hidden assumptions?

· What does this prove?

· What have you discovered?

What might have happened if…?

Self-expressive questions ask students to make real-world application of the content in order to demonstrate their understanding.
